THE NEW SCHEME


Those of you who have been here a while will recall that Guidance 345 is a variable unit CR/NC class.  There is a 9 hour lecture component and a 27 hour lab component for each unit.  The DHR sections remain unchanged and allow students who want the flexibility of coming and going to do so.  For those students who like a scheduled time that they know they need to attend, we have instituted the following:





Section 001930


This section addresses some basic language skill development, including vocabulary development and nuts and bolts grammar.





Section 001931


Study skills will be addressed in this section, including note-taking skills and memory enhancement.





Section 001932


This section is geared towards improving English comprehension skills, including grammar, reading and writing skills.





Section 001933


Anger management and stress management skills and strategies are addressed in this section.





Section 001934


Math emphasis is the focus of this section, with instruction in how to do word problems in math, and learn strategies designed to reduce anxiety around math.

OOH, AHH…


Well, another semester begins.  This year however, the landscape is new and exciting.  Most of us by this point have been able to see the new LRC and appreciate its value to the campus and to the community.  One of the LRC’s gains is the LIGHT Center’s loss though, in that the High Tech Center is now located in the new building.  This will mean greater space for students who use adaptive computer hardware and software.  It also means greater flexibility in the kinds of activities, classes, and instruction that can be undertaken in the High Tech Center.  When each of you has a chance it would be well worth your time to visit Ken Love and Bill Straub in their new facility and have them give you an introduction or perhaps a reintroduction to what the High Tech Center has to offer students and staff.





The relocation of the High Tech Center into the LRC means that the LIGHT Center has a bit more room.  What used to be the old High Tech Center is now being used for the lectures that are required in our Guidance courses.  It almost looks like a classroom!  In addition to class lectures, all new students in our Guidance classes receive orientation lectures designed to enable them in accessing services and supports on campus and in the community.  Each new and returning student has a 45 minute appointment with staff in the LIGHT Center to assist them in making sure their schedule works, choosing their instructional lectures and making appointments for instructional assistance or other services.





Those of you who have leafed through the schedule for the Fall 2002 may have noticed that one of the Adapted Guidance courses are listed differently than in previous years. Guidance 343 remains unchanged as a .5 unit class, providing the student with a full psycho-educational assessment to determine the student’s eligibility for services based on a Learning Disability.  Guidance 379 and 380, though listed in the schedule as being held in T-90 (LIGHT Center), will be held in the new LRC.  Guidance 345 has undergone the greatest degree of reconfiguration.  In the Fall of 2001, we asked students to complete a satisfaction survey pertaining to services provided by the LIGHT Center.  One of the themes that seemed to repeat was displeasure over the DHR designation in the schedule.  Students felt that this made it difficult for them to schedule in the lectures and services they needed right at the time of registration.  So, we made some changes to address this concern.  There are now both DHR sections as well as scheduled sections of Guidance 345 available to students.  We hope that this will allow students to better plan their schedule at the time of registration, allowing them to work in the support services and instruction that they may require.





We are all hoping that this year will be an exciting and productive one.
