Catalog Description
The study of the identification and ecology of fungi. Emphasis placed on understanding ecological roles,

keying species to genus and on field identification of the more common edible and toxic species of the

North Coast. Note: Field trips are required and transportation is not provided.

Course Student Learning Outcomes
1. Identify common species of mushrooms on sight and use a dichotomous key to identify rare or

unknown species.

2. Analyze the different ecological roles of fungi and fungus-like organisms in various habitats and

environments.

3. Construct a phylogeny for major taxonomic groups in Kingdom Fungi and other fungus-like

organisms using morphological features, life history traits, and/or genetic sequences.

Prerequisites/corequisites/recommended preparation
Recommended: BIOL1 - General Biology
Previous experience reading cladograms and/or dichotomous keys will be very helpful for students in this
course. Some understanding of the process of evolution, community ecology, and genetics would also be
helpful.
