Not open to students 
who have completed or who are currently enrolled in BIOL-3.

Assignment Weights: 

1. Labs (30%) There are two parts to each lab. First, you will work through completing your lab and will submit the 
completed lab in Canvas (worth 20 points). Next, you’ll take a quiz in Canvas to make sure you got the big 
concepts covered during the lab (worth 10 points).  

2. Discussions (20%) These are my way of both ensuring that you are watching the lectures and engaging in 
(hopefully) meaningful discussions about the lecture topics with your classmates. You will have to make an initial 
post answering a prompt about the week’s lectures to “open” the discussion forum and see other students’ 
responses. Once the forum is open, you’ll have a response requirement that will be detailed in the description of 
the discussion forum.  

3. Quizzes (20%) Weekly quizzes are posted on Canvas and will cover lecture material for the week. Every week, 
quizzes will be posted in that week’s module and will be open at least 1 week prior to their due date. No late 
quizzes will be accepted, so make sure to stay up to date on these!  

4. Exams (30%) There will be two midterm exams throughout the semester that cover material from both lecture 
and lab. There will also be a comprehensive final exam.  

Grading Scale:  

 

Important for Nursing Program Students: 

• The CR Nursing Program’s “Repeatability Rule”: Students must earn a cumulative 2.5 GPA in BIOL-2, BIOL-6, and 
BIOL-7 in order to apply to the CR nursing program. If you pass these classes with C’s, you will not earn a 2.5 
GPA. Additionally, if you pass a class with a C, you cannot retake it at CR to improve your grade. The only way 
you can retake a class at CR is if you fail it (with a D or F). Keep this in mind when deciding whether or not to 
drop one of these 3 biology courses.  

• The prerequisites for BIOL-7 (Human Physiology) include: BIOL-6 and CHEM-2 (or 1A). You can’t register for 
BIOL-7 unless you’ve taken AND PASSED the prerequisites. If you think this might affect you, please plan ahead.  

• Before you can register for BIOL-2 (Microbiology), you must be taking, OR HAVE TAKEN, CHEM-2 or CHEM-1A.  
• To register for CHEM-2, there are no math prerequisites. To register for CHEM-1A, you need at least MATH-120.  
• While CHEM-2 is required for the previous courses, CHEM-1A will also meet the requirement. However, you 

must have taken either high school chemistry OR CHEM-100 if you want to register for CHEM-1A.
