Catalog Description 
A study of how managers use accounting information in decision-making, planning, directing 

operations and controlling. This course focuses on cost terms and concepts, cost behavior, cost 

structure and cost-volume-profit analysis. The course includes issues relating to cost systems, cost 

control, profit planning, and performance analysis in manufacturing and service environments. 

Course Student Learning Outcomes (from course outline of record) 
1. Explain and apply managerial accounting concepts and methods for financial statement analysis. 
2. Apply CVP analysis to analyze the relationship among cost, volume, and profit. 
3. Prepare a master budget and relate the budget to planning and control. 
4. Explain and apply different cost accounting methods to calculate costs and analyze cost variances 
5. Make managerial decisions using relevant information. 
6. Use a spreadsheet to solve problems related to management accounting 

Prerequisites/co-requisites/ recommended preparation 
Prerequisite: Business 1A.  Also please remember that is a transfer-level class that assumes students 
have college-level reading and writing skills.  Students who do not possess those skills are likely to find 
this course very difficult. 
 

Textbook: 
The required textbook for this class is Financial and Managerial Accounting,  9th Edition, John Wild 
and Ken Shaw, ISBN: 978-1-265-88487-1.  You will need access to the McGraw-Hill Connect 
system.  If you took Bus 1A in Fall 2021, you may be able to continue using your access from 
that class.  Otherwise, you’ll need to purchase a textbook bundle that includes access to the 
Connect system.

There will be 1000 points possible over the course of the semester.  Class grades will be 
assigned based on the following cut-offs: 930 is an A, 900 is an A-, 870 is an B+, 830 is a B, 
800 is a B-, 770 is a C+,  700 is a C and 600 is a D.  You will earn these points through: 

Connect Quizzes: (Over 420 points possible, thus about 42% of your final grade.) These will be 
mostly multiple choice and numerical quizzes.  You will get unlimited attempts on each 
quiz.  Unless otherwise noted, there will be a Connect quiz due every Sunday night at 11:55 
pm. The late penalty for Connect quizzes is 1% per hour late. 

Weekly Homework: (Over 480 points possible, thus about 48% of your final grade.) We will have 
13 weekly homework assignments worth 40 points each.  Unless otherwise noted, there will be 
a homework assignment due every Sunday night at 11:55 pm.  The late penalty for homework is 
10 points per day or fraction thereof. 

Participation: (Up to 10 points possible per week for up to 10 weeks, so 100 points possible, 
thus 10% of your final grade).   

Each week, you’ll have two options for class participation – the Canvas discussion 
forums or attending a Zoom discussion.   

 Option A: By 9 am Monday each week, I will post one or more discussion prompts to a 
weekly discussion forum.   
Your response to my initial question will be worth up to 4 points and is due by midnight 
Friday.   
Responding to a classmate’s initial post will be worth up to 3 points per response and 
your responses are due by midnight on Sunday.

 Option B: I will host a Zoom discussion session each week. This will be a discussion, 
not a lecture.  You can earn 5 points by attending one of the sessions.  You can 
upgrade that to 10 points by actively participating in the session.  The Zoom sessions 
will run Thursdays, 11:40 – 1:05.

Canvas quizzes and bringing questions about parts of the quiz that were tricky for you.  

You can also show evidence that you prepared by looking at the questions in the

5. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of the 
Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet, (evacuation to a safe zone, shelter in place, lockdown, 
assist others if possible, cooperate with First Responders, etc.).  

6. If safe to do so, notify key administrators, departments, and personnel. 
7. Do not leave campus, unless it is necessary to preserve life and/or has been deemed safe by the

1. In the event of an emergency, communication shall be the responsibility of the district employees on 
scene. 
a. Dial 911, to notify local agency support such as law enforcement or fire services. 
b. If safe to do so, notify key administrators, departments, and personnel. 
c. If safe to do so, personnel shall relay threat information, warnings, to ensure the school 

community is notified. 
d. Contact 530-625-4821 to notify of situation. 
e. Contact Hoopa Tribal Education Administration office   530-625-4413 

f. Notify Public Safety 707-476-4111.  
2. In the event of an emergency, the responsible district employee on scene will: 

a. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of the 
Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet. 

b. Lock all doors and turn off lights if in lockdown due to an active shooter or similar emergency. 
c. Close all window curtains. 
d. Get all inside to safe location Kitchen area is best internal location. 
e. If a police officer or higher official arrives, they will assume command. 
f. Wait until notice of all is clear before unlocking doors. 
g. If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), directly 

behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.  
h. Do not leave site, unless it has been deemed safe by the person in command. Student Support
