This large
spreadsheet project will be a simulated real-world application of the concepts covered in Chapters 1-6. It
will be due Sunday, November 6.
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Comprehensive Review Project #2 Chapters 8 and 9: (100 points, thus 10% of your final grade.) This large
spreadsheet project will be a simulated real-world application of the concepts covered in Chapters 8 and
9. It will be due Friday, December 16,

g. If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), directly
behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.
