Topics include methods for generating and storing 
electricity, design and selection of energy efficient devices, and the impact of electricity and electronics 
on society and the environment.

Details on Grading Items 

1. There will be four examinations, each covering material from the text, homework, lectures, 
discussions, quizzes, presentations, videos, and demonstrations.  

2. Homework problems from the textbook chapters will be assigned according to the course 
schedule document. You must submit your homework in the Canvas Learning Management 
System. Textbook chapter homework is due prior to the next class meeting. For example, 
Wednesday’s homework, as shown on the schedule, is due before class on Monday. Textbook 
chapter homework will be accepted late, but assignments must be turned in before class, two 
class days from the assigned date. After two class days the Canvas page will no longer accept 
chapter homework, please communicate with me if that happens. Complete your homework 
in a timely manner so that you can overcome any technical difficulties in accessing the Canvas 
system and uploading your homework.  

You have a few options for completing your textbook chapter homework.  

a) You may write your textbook chapter homework assignments on paper and scan or 
digitally photograph them into computer files that are uploaded into Canvas.  

b) You may type your homework into standard word-processing software or text editors 
and save them as standard files that are uploaded to Canvas.  

c) Finally, you may type your chapter homework into the Canvas text entry fields in 
each homework assignment page.  

Homework must be submitted on Canvas; paper will not be accepted. There will be a 
separate Canvas assignment page for each textbook chapter, do not combine chapter 
assignments even if they are due on the same day. 

3. Two written essays will be due according to the course schedule. These are each worth 5% of 
your total course grade. More information on these essays including a grading rubric will be 
provided.  
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4. Quizzes and concise written assignments will be given throughout the course. These do not 
appear in the schedule and will be based on text reading assignments, homework, lectures, 
discussions, presentations, videos, and demonstrations.  

5. You will complete a course project of your choice based upon criteria that will be provided 
later in a separate document. This will be a research project and the deliverables can be a 
term paper, an oral presentation to the class, a demonstration of an electrical or electronic 
concept, or a presentation of your electronic project. 

6. The final examination may cover any material from the course. 

Additional details for each of these criteria will be provided by additional course documents. 
Grades will be assigned according to these percentages: 

A = 90 – 100% 
B = 80 – 89% 
C = 70 – 79% 
D = 60 – 69% 
F = 0 – 59%

5. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of the 
Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet, (evacuation to a safe zone, shelter in place, lockdown, 
assist others if possible, cooperate with First Responders, etc.).
