Late assignments policy:

Assignments will be submitted weekly on Canvas. Assignments that are submitted late will have 10% of total points
deducted for every week in which they are overdue. An assignment worth 100 points submitted less than or equal to 1
week overdue would have 10 points detracted; submitted less than or equal to 2 weeks overdue: 20 points detracted, and
so on.. Assignments submitted 5 or more weeks’ late will still be accepted for a flat score of 50%, half credit.

Exams
The two exams in this class will be taken on Canvas. Some sections will be timed. Questions include multiple choice, film
analysis, and short essay responses. A study guide will be circulated prior to each exam. Exams are not cumulative.

Missing an exam without a documented reason and prior consultation with the instructor will result in a grade of zero
being awarded.
