Grade Calculations 
Your final grade will be based on the total points you have earned throughout the semester. After each 

assignment is graded your point value will be posted into the Canvas grade book. You will be able to 

keep track of your total points throughout the semester at the course Canvas site. Grading rubrics are 

available for each weekly forum.

Points can only be earned by completing the above assignments by the deadline. There will be no extra 

credit available.

My grading criteria is based on the belief that meeting the basic assignment criteria is satisfactory so a

3. Notify Public Safety 707-476-4111 and inform them of the situation, with as much relevant 
information as possible. 

4. Public Safety shall relay threat information, warnings, and alerts through the Everbridge 
emergency alert system, Public address system, and when possible, updates on the college 
website, to ensure the school community is notified. 

5. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of the 
Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet, (evacuation to a safe zone, shelter in place, lockdown, 
assist others if possible, cooperate with First Responders, etc.).  

6. If safe to do so, notify key administrators, departments, and personnel. 
7. Do not leave campus, unless it is necessary to preserve life and/or has been deemed safe by the

2. In the event of an emergency, the responsible district employee on scene will: 

a. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of the 
Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet. 

b. Lock all doors and turn off lights if in lockdown due to an active shooter or similar emergency. 
c. Close all window curtains. 
d. Get all inside to safe location Kitchen area is best internal location. 
e. If a police officer or higher official arrives, they will assume command. 
f. Wait until notice of all is clear before unlocking doors. 
g. If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), directly 

behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.  
h. Do not leave site, unless it has been deemed safe by the person in command. Student Support
