If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), directly
behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.

The HiSET test (offered by CR) consists of 5 sections:

e Science
e Social Studies
e Math

e Reading & Language Arts
e Composition (writing)

| plan on beginning with the science section of the exam, followed by the social studies part of the exam,
as time permits, we will look at other sections of the exam.

Best practices are that students:

e Should focus on one part of the exam at a time
e The pace of the class is dictated by the students’ needs
