Weriters’ Workshop

Each week, starting 9/17, we'll listen to and workshop poems from two class writers (perhaps more
depending on the size of the class). | will provide a sign-up sheet for this at the beginning of the
semester. You will choose two days. You may workshop a poem multiple times as you continue to work
on it. Remember the purpose of workshopping poems is not to point out errors, but rather to help the
poet communicate. Credit is given for preparation, including having copies of the poem prepared for
everyone in the class (including you and me).

Percentage of grade: 20%
Reading Responses

Each week, we’ll have several poems assigned as reading. These poems will embody a course concept
that we’ll use to discuss them. You’ll also have a handout on this concept. Reading responses are one-
page double-spaced. Considering what the poem is saying (who, what, where, when) and how it is said
(sound, image, mood/tone and repetition). You may use course concepts as well. These will be handed
in on Canvas each week before class. You don’t need to print them.

Percentage of grade: 20%
Portfolio

All good writers maintain a portfolio, but a portfolio is something mutable. It changes to constantly
showcase your best work.

We will draft poems in class each week and outside of class, you’ll have your poet’s notebook (see
below) for inspiration for other poems. Each week, I'd like you to revise one poem and draft two more—
one from in-class exercise and another from your poet’s notebook material—to add to your online
portfolio on blogspot.com. I'll be checking these before class every week. Please remember to update
your blogs each week.



At the end of the semester, you’ll use two poems from your portfolio to do a public reading. Your final
portfolio entry will have these poems and links to their previous revisions so we can see how they have
been revised. This entry will be worth twice as much credit.

Percentage of grade: 20%
Poet’s Notebook

Each week, in order to augment your poetry. | ask that you record words (or more), scenes, impressions
ideas, dreams or memories in your poet’s notebook. | will check these twice this semester, though | will
not read your notebook. | encourage you to keep your notebook on you at all times. Showing the
relationship between ideas in these notebooks is much easier to do on paper than on a phone.

Percentage of grade: 10%
Revision Workshops

We will have two revision workshops this semester. These are class periods to discuss poems we are all
working on and create a new opportunity for revision. You are free to bring poems you have read for the
writers’ workshops or new material. | suggest bringing something you are stuck on, but that you can see
the potential in. Bring copies of the poem for everyone in the class (including you and me).

Percentage of grade: 10%
Public Reading

At the end of the semester, we will hold a public reading because good poetry communicates. By this
point, you will have spent an entire semester considering, writing, and revising poetry. We will use your
work to make poetry meaningful and to give you a sense of an audience for your poems.

The poems you read at the public reading will be up to you, but they must be poems that have been
workshopped in this class.

Percentage of grade: 10%
Attendance and Participation

In workshop format classes, attendance is crucial. At home, you’ll read, write and reflect on concepts
that will be introduced and explained in class. Without attending class, the work will lose a great deal of
valuable context. A workshop class also focuses on the value of sharing your work and reading the work
of others. Remember, good writing can’t be done in isolation. Come to class and work with your peers to
make (and refine) meaning in your poems.
