Assignment Breakdown 

Informal Exercises 

This broad category includes reflections, free writes, and other more informal assignments that 

will evidence students’ engagement and participation in the online composition community. 

Students should be prepared, however, to engage in peer response activities in this course. 

Those activities will be filed underneath this category and will be very important to your writing 

process. Sharing your work with your classroom community is a required element of this 

course. 

Synthesis Papers (MLA Format Does NOT Apply to these Papers) 

Students will fill one 8.5 x 11 page with the information they learned in the corresponding unit 

in ENGL-1A, which is why there will be three papers in the course. While these “papers” may be 

written as traditional essays, students may also fill up the page with less formal text (e.g. notes, 

creative writing, etc.), images, drawings, or graphics. The goal is to synthesize what you learned 

in a unit onto a page to be presented in class. 

Academic dishonesty 

In the academic community, the high value placed on truth implies a corresponding intolerance 
of scholastic dishonesty. In cases involving academic dishonesty, determination of the grade 
and of the student’s status in the course is left primarily to the discretion of the faculty 
member. In such cases, where the instructor determines that a student has demonstrated 
academic dishonesty, the student may receive a failing grade for the assignment and/or exam 
and may be reported to the Chief Student Services Officer or designee.

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Utilizing canvas messaging, draft a message to me with “Extension [Assignment Name]” in the 
subject line. In the body of your message, explain the situation and then tell me your plan. Do 
you plan to turn it in tomorrow? Two days? Do you need an additional week? 
 
This information will help me to negotiate with you a revised due date that will fit within both 
of our schedules. Keep in mind that extensions are granted on a case-to-case basis. I may not 
always be able to grant an extension. Further, I will not grant an extension after the due date 
has passed. 
 

Feedback 

Quality, timely feedback will be given on synthesis papers. Students should expect feedback to 
come within one week following the assignment’s due date. All feedback will be available 
through canvas.

f. Notify Public Safety 707-476-4111.  

2. In the event of an emergency, the responsible district employee on scene will: 
a. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of 

the Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet. 
b. Lock all doors and turn off lights if in lockdown due to an active shooter or similar 

emergency. 
c. Close all window curtains. 
d. Get all inside to safe location Kitchen area is best internal location. 
e. If a police officer or higher official arrives, they will assume command. 
f. Wait until notice of all is clear before unlocking doors. 
g. If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), 

directly behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.  
h. Do not leave site, unless it has been deemed safe by the person in command. Student
