Practice critical reading and research
strategies, examine and evaluate primarily nonfiction texts, and craft responses through argumentative
writing. Strengthen your information literacy and documentation skills and satisfy both the full-year
composition and the critical thinking transfer requirements.

5. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of the
Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet, (evacuation to a safe zone, shelter in place, lockdown,
assist others if possible, cooperate with First Responders, etc.).
