A few times this semester, we will learn some “craft” or sentence-level skills that you will 
practice and apply to your writing.  
 
WORKING DRAFTS  
Each major essay will have two drafts: Working Draft and Final Draft. When you submit your 
Final Draft for each, all other drafts will be included. This class will offer you the space, time and 
attention to actively work on these drafts throughout the semester.  



 
REFLECTIONS  
Be prepared to take time to write. You will also need to submit a “Process Reflection” for each 
essay in which you examine your drafts and reflect on the growth of your learning and writing 
processes.
