Informal Exercises 

This broad category includes reflections, free-writes, and other more informal assignments that 

will evidence students’ engagement and participation in the online composition community. 

Students should be prepared, however, to engage in peer response activities in this course. 

Those activities will be filed underneath this category and will be very important to your writing 

process. Sharing your work with your classroom community it a required element to this 

course. 

Cover Letter (One single spaced page in length) 

Students will be asked to examine their writing process for the purpose of reflecting on the 

growth they made within this semester. This is less of a “paper” and formatting like a 

traditional letter written to me, your instructor. I want to see you demonstrate a reflective 

understanding of your process and of your writing. Templates and additional resources will be 

provided for students prior to this being assigned.  

Academic dishonesty 

In the academic community, the high value placed on truth implies a corresponding intolerance 
of scholastic dishonesty. In cases involving academic dishonesty, determination of the grade 
and of the student’s status in the course is left primarily to the discretion of the faculty 
member. In such cases, where the instructor determines that a student has demonstrated 
academic dishonesty, the student may receive a failing grade for the assignment and/or exam 
and may be reported to the Chief Student Services Officer or designee.

This information will help me to negotiate with you a revised due date that will fit within both 
of our schedules. Keep in mind, extensions are granted on a case-to-case basis. I may not 
always be able to grant an extension. Further, I will not grant an extension after the due date 
has passed. 
 

Feedback 

Quality, timely feedback will be given on the cover letter. Student should expect feedback to 
come within one week following the assignment’s due date. All feedback will be available 
through canvas.

2. In the event of an emergency, the responsible district employee on scene will: 
a. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of 

the Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet. 
b. Lock all doors and turn off lights if in lockdown due to an active shooter or similar 

emergency. 
c. Close all window curtains. 
d. Get all inside to safe location Kitchen area is best internal location. 
e. If a police officer or higher official arrives, they will assume command. 
f. Wait until notice of all is clear before unlocking doors. 
g. If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), 

directly behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.  
h. Do not leave site, unless it has been deemed safe by the person in command. Student
