FOR ALL ENGLISH 1A WRITING ASSIGNMENTS: Use Times New Roman font, size 12,
double-spaced, .5-inch indentation for paragraphs (avoid extra spacing between paragraphs), 1-
inch margins all around, with page numbers preceded by your last name at top right, all pages
stapled. Your name, instructor’s name, class, assignment label, date, and word count should be
double-spaced and aligned left at top of first page; title is centered—see the samples included
with every assignment and use that formatting to get your papers in the appropriate format.
