Catalog Description

An exploration of the evolution of civilization in the greater Mediterranean region from the development of Paleolithic
and Neolithic societies in the Ancient Near East through the Renaissance/Reformation in Europe. Students will examine
the multicultural roots of basic institutions, practices, and ideas of Western civilization, such as monotheism, the
scientific method, capitalism, and colonialism. Special attention will be paid to changing configurations of political,
social, economic, and ideological power, and the region’s developing ties to the Atlantic world.

1. Analyze and assess the merits of various historical interpretations.

2. Analyze significant historical developments (social, cultural, political, economic, religious, technological/scientific,
ideological) through the application of the historical concepts of process, context, and/or difference.

Detail of coursework
Each week you will need to:

1. Complete the reading quiz (on Canvas) about the required reading in the Western Civilizations textbook.

2. Attend class: listen to lectures, take notes, complete in-class quizzes, participate in group discussions.

3. Read a primary source text from the HIST-4 Primary Source Anthology or the Western Civilizations textbook.
Answer quiz questions (on Canvas) and participate in group discussion about the primary source.



Reading Guides (~20 points each)

A Canvas quiz about the required reading in the Western Civilizations textbook is due BEFORE class each Wednesday.
Ideally, you should complete this reading quiz before class Monday if possible. You can easily answer the questions as
you complete the reading. Reading quizzes are untimed, with unlimited submission attempts.

Source Resonses (~ 10 points each)

A Canvas quiz about a selected text in the HIST-4 Primary Source Anthology is due BEFORE class each Wednesday. Be
prepared to share your responses in a group discussion activity in class.

In-Class Activities (~5 points each)

Unannounced group activities will sometimes occur in class. These activities may not be made up if missed.

Source Analysis Paper (80 points)

Choose a primary source relevant to the history of Western Civilization to c. 100 CE. Write approximately 800 words
using the source as a window onto the past: discuss how the source reflects, enriches, and/or challenges what we know
about history. Use your knowledge of its historical context (such as the political, economic, cultural etc. background) to
explain what the source meant to people in its own day, and what it can tell us about their world.

Find full instructions, sample papers, and grading rubric on Canvas. | am happy to give you feedback on rough draft
material if you send it to me well ahead of the due date.

Research Paper (150 points)

Write approximately 2,000 words exploring a thesis of your choice relevant to the history of Western Civilization to the
Reformation. Cite at least 1 reliable primary source and at least 2 reliable secondary sources. List sources in a
bibliography at the end of the paper.

A Research Paper workshop and in-class quiz will help you get started on this assignment. Find full instructions, sample
papers, and the grading rubric on Canvas. | am happy to give you feedback on rough draft material if you send it to me
well ahead of the due date.

Midterm and Final Exams (150 points each)

The midterm and final exams will test your knowledge of material from lecture and the textbook. Each exam has two
parts (75 points each): a timed multiple choice section and an untimed essay. The exams are online and open resource:
you may refer to your lecture notes (your most valuable resource on the exams), your book, or the internet. You may
take the exam in our classroom using your laptop during our regular meeting time, or elsewhere on your own before the
end of the week. Sample questions on Canvas and an in-class study session will help you prepare. If you attend class
regularly and participate, you will do well on the exams. The exams may NOT be submitted late — NO exceptions.

Participation (4 points per class)

Participation in the class discussions is worth 2 points per class.
