Catalog Description

A study of limits, continuity, and derivatives of algebraic,
transcendental, and trigonometric functions. Applications of the
derivative include optimization, related rates, examples from the
natural and social sciences, and graphing of functions. The course
introduces the integral and the connection between the integral and
derivative. Note: A graphing calculator is required.

«  Evaluate the limit of a function at a real number and determine if a function
is continuous at a real number. Use the limit to find the derivative of a
function, and interpret the derivative as a rate of change.

«  Use the derivative to find the equation of a tangent line to a function.

+  Use the differentiation formulas to compute derivatives and use
differentiation to solve applications such as related rate problems and
optimization problems.

+  Graph functions using methods of calculus.

Evaluate a definite integral as a limit.
