Portable Devices vs. Computers

desktop computer (Mac or PC).  You will not be able to participate in this class solely from a 
portable device.  If you do decide to use your portable device for some of your class work, use 
the free Canvas app (called “Canvas by Instructure”) available in iTunes (for iOS) and the 
Google Play Store (for Android).

Written Homework  (35% of the course grade)  
 
There will be 7 written homework assignments throughout the semester.  The written 
homework assignments will open on Sunday morning are due by the following Sunday night.  
You must use the processes taught in the video lessons or in the book.  I will not accept 
exotic solutions obtained from phone apps or website solvers.  Solutions obtained from 
phone apps and website solvers is cheating and will be handled according to CR’s Student Code 
of Conduct.   
 
 
Written Homework due dates are available to you through many avenues:   
 

1. Click on the assignment from the weekly course schedule that is our Canvas homepage.  
2. Navigate to the weekly module for that week.  
3. Click the “Assignments” link on the left-hand side of the course home page, click on 

“Sort by Type”, and search for the assignment.  
4. Click on the “Syllabus” link and search for the assignment.  
5. Click on the Calendar and search for the assignment.

Online Homework   (35% of the course grade) 
 
Each section will have an online homework assignment.  The assignments will be post on the 
website MyOpenMath:  https://www.myopenmath.com/index.php 
 
All MyOpenMath (MOM) assignments will open on Sunday morning and close on either the 
following Thursday or Saturday nights.  You can attempt each question as many times as you 
like while the assignment is open.  Once you get a question correct, it will be locked in as 
correct.  Due dates are clearly marked on the MOM calendar, in Canvas, and on the “Weekly 
Due Dates” document.

Discussions   (10% of the Course Grade) 
 
There will be 7 discussions throughout the semester involving algebraic concepts.  These 
discussions will require individually working through a Desmos activity and then discussing 
your experience based on specific prompts.  Detailed instruction for creating a Desmos account 
will be included in the first discussion.   Your original posts and your responses to 2 classmates’ 
posts must involve substantive content.  This means meaningful and thoughtful rhetoric.  There 
will be no word requirement; however, 1 or 2 sentences will never be enough for meaningful 
and thoughtful rhetoric.  
 

• All original posts for discussions are due on Fridays @ 11:59pm
