Course delivery: This course is delivered and taught 100% online; there are no classroom 
meetings.  
In order to meet the challenges of accessibility, the course is designed so that you can work 
through each of the homework assignments with a consistent schedule for turning in work. In 
addition to the traditional textbook and problem sets, we will be using MyOpenMath for the 
online homework, videos, alternate reading, and other resources. In addition, we can schedule

web conferencing discussion sessions (using Zoom) where students can attend and ask questions, 
discuss the problems we’re working on, or watch me do problems and you take notes (sort of like 
lecture). The Zoom meetings are not mandatory, but it’s beneficial to check in and join in the 
discussions. We can also have discussion forums in MyOpenMath. I will also make available 
regular and by appointment office hours using Zoom.

4. Public Safety shall relay threat information, warnings, and alerts through the Everbridge 
emergency alert system, Public address system, and when possible, updates on the 
college website, to ensure the school community is notified. 

5. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of 
the Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet, (evacuation to a safe zone, shelter in 
place, lockdown, assist others if possible, cooperate with First Responders, etc.).  

6. If safe to do so, notify key administrators, departments, and personnel. 
7. Do not leave campus, unless it is necessary to preserve life and/or has been deemed

Klamath Trinity Campus Emergency Procedures

1. In the event of an emergency, communication shall be the responsibility of the district

c. If safe to do so, personnel shall relay threat information, warnings, to ensure the school 

community is notified. 
d. Contact 530-625-4821 to notify of situation. 
e. Contact Hoopa Tribal Education Administration office   530-625-4413 
f. Notify Public Safety 707-476-4111.  

2. In the event of an emergency, the responsible district employee on scene will: 
a. Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of 

the Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet. 
b. Lock all doors and turn off lights if in lockdown due to an active shooter or similar 

emergency. 
c. Close all window curtains. 
d. Get all inside to safe location Kitchen area is best internal location. 
e. If a police officer or higher official arrives, they will assume command. 
f. Wait until notice of all is clear before unlocking doors. 
g. If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), 

directly behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.  
h. Do not leave site, unless it has been deemed safe by the person in command. Student
