Catalog Description
An approved CR and CSU General Education course designed primarily for non-science majors. This
course is a study of selected topics from contemporary mathematics. Typical topics, which are chosen
by the instructor, will be from areas including: inductive and deductive reasoning, mathematical
modeling and analysis of linear and exponential functions, geometric symmetries, geometry of
fractals, sequences and series, dynamics of population growth, statistics, mathematics of finance and
management science, mathematics of methods of voting, fair division, and problem-solving
techniques.

Course Student Learning Outcomes

1. Identifying the contributions of mathematicians throughout history and describe how those
contributions affect mathematical thinking.
2. Evaluate the validity of a math-based argument.
3. Relate mathematics to society by modeling real-world problems in fields such as social science,
business, finance, art and science.

Evaluation & Grading Policy

Your grade is based on points earned from homework, exams, and attendance.



Homework (40%): Each week you will be assigned a homework assignment. Some weeks they will be
online assignments done through MyOpenMath/Canvas. Other weeks they will be written assignments
that must be turned in by hand. Online homework may be turned in late for no penalty, but any written
assignments will have a 25% penalty for being turned in late.

Exams (50%): There will be three exams in the course. Each exam will be worth 15% of the course grade.
These exams will take place at the competition of each of the three units in the class. One exam for
Arithmetic and Algebra, one exam for Geometry and Trigonometry, and one for Descriptive Statistics.
There are no make-up exams allowed.

Attendance (10%): Each day | will take attendance in class. If you attend 80% or more classes, you will
get the points. If you attend less than you will receive no points.

Letter grades are assigned based on the following criteria:
A 100-90%, B 90-80%, C 70-60% , D 70-60%, F 60%-0%

If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), directly
behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.
