Catalog Description

A course for students studying in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM)
fields. Both Math 25 and Math 30 (College Algebra), are prerequisites for Math 50A (Differential
Calculus). Topics include: A study of trigonometric functions, radian measure, solutions of right
triangles, graphs of trigonometric functions, inverse trigonometric functions, trigopnometric
identities and equations, Law of Sines, Law of Cosines, solutions of oblique triangles, polar
coordinates, complex numbers in trigonometric form, De Moivre’s theorem, and an introduction
to vectors. Note: Graphing technology may be required in this course.
