Evaluation & Grading Policy
Your grade is based on points earned from homework, exams, and a project.

Homework (40%): Each week you will be assigned a homework assignment. Some weeks they
will be online assignments done through MyOpenMath/Canvas. Other weeks they will be
written assignments that must be turned in by hand. Online homework may be turned in late
for no penalty, but any written assignments will have a 25% penalty for being turned in late.

Exams (60%): There will be three exams in the course. Each exam will be worth 15% of the
course grade. These exams will take place at the competition of each of the three units in the
class. One exam for Arithmetic and Algebra, one exam for Geometry and Trigonometry, and
one for Descriptive Statistics. There are no make-up exams allowed

Letter grades are assigned based on the following criteria:
A 100-90% , A- 90-88% , B+ 88-86% , B 86-80% , B- 80-78% , C+78-70% , C 70-60% , F 60-0%

Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of the
Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet, (evacuation to a safe zone, shelter in place, lockdown,
assist others if possible, cooperate with First Responders, etc.).

If safe to do so, notify key administrators, departments, and personnel.

Do not leave campus, unless it is necessary to preserve life and/or has been deemed safe by the
person in command.

In the event of an emergency, the responsible district employee on scene will:

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Follow established procedures for the specific emergency as outlined in the College of the
Redwoods Emergency Procedure Booklet.

Lock all doors and turn off lights if in lockdown due to an active shooter or similar emergency.
Close all window curtains.

Get all inside to safe location Kitchen area is best internal location.

If a police officer or higher official arrives, they will assume command.

Wait until notice of all is clear before unlocking doors.

If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), directly
behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.

Do not leave site, unless it has been deemed safe by the person in command. Student Support
