An introduction to basic concepts of descriptive and inferential statistics, with emphasis on the
meaning and use of statistical significance. Students will use probability techniques to make
decisions via hypothesis testing and will estimate parameters using confidence intervals. The
course includes applications from a variety of technical and social science fields.
