2. Written Assighments (Reports): There are two (2) written assignments (reports) that should
be between 3-6 typed pages (double-spaced). The written assignments (reports) are identified in
the syllabus.

3. Mid-Term Exam: The exam will cover course materials (reading assignments, lecture notes,
discussion topics, etc) addressed through Lesson 14. The exam is 90 minutes (1 1/2 hours)
long, consisting primarily of multiple-choice, true-false, and short-answer essay questions.

4. Final Exam: The exam will cover course materials (reading assignments, lecture notes,
discussion topics, etc) addressed after Lesson 15. The exam is 90 minutes (1 1/2 hours)
long, consisting primarily of multiple-choice, true-false, and short-answer essay questions.

D=60-70; F=below 60
