Course Assignments:

Essay Exams: There will be a total of four essay exams throughout the semester. The essay exams will include at
least four but up to ten essay and short answer questions. Each exam will be worth 100 points and they will be open
book, open note, and some of the questions will be derived from the additional questions asked in the discussion board
assignments. When the essay exam opens you will have one week to complete the exam. You may submit the exams up
to one week late with no point deduction. Exams will not be accepted later than one week after the due date without
approval.

Multiple Choice Quizzes: Each chapter will have a timed multiple-choice quiz. You will be allowed to take each
quiz as many times as you would like, the highest score will be counted, and the points will count towards extra credit.
There are enough extra credit points by completing the multiple-choice quizzes that it is possible to not complete one of
the essay exams or the research paper. The quiz will state that each question is worth 0 points. | will have to go into the
quiz manually to adjust the extra credit points and will do so weekly. You will be able to see how many questions were
correct and incorrect for each attempt.

Discussion Boards: Each chapter will require two discussion board posts. Both discussion board posts are required
to be completed by Sunday at midnight. For the initial discussion board you are required to answer one of the questions
listed below. To receive full credit the initial discussion board post must be at least 200 words and include the citation
from where you obtained the information to answer the question.

The second required post provides you with several options to receive full credit. You can either answer an additional
guestion from the list of questions below or you may respond to someone else's discussion board post. The secondary
post must be at least 150 words and does not require a citation to receive full credit.

| may periodically add input into the discussions, but the goal of these discussions is to replicate a student-led classroom
discussion. | will provide personalized feedback to each student when | grade the discussion board posts.

The primary and secondary discussion board posts are due by Sunday at midnight. The primary and secondary posts
should be at least 200 words. The syllabus section “Discussion Boards” is 224 words, this should provide a guide on the
length required. | will respond to some of the discussion boards and any student response to my posts will also count
towards the required responses for the week.

The primary and secondary posts should be at least 200 words. The first two paragraphs discussing the discussion board
assignments is 201 words, this should provide a guide on the length required. | will respond to some of the discussion
boards and any student response to my posts will also count towards the required responses for the week.

Each week | will add personalized comments or questions to each person when | grade the assignment. These may not
be visible in the discussion boards section but will be visible in the Speedgrader section of Canvas. By working
collaboratively in the discussion board sections it will make completing the essay exams easier.

Research Paper: The United States belongs to different military, economic, and diplomatic international
organizations. For the research paper you should pick one of the international organizations that the United States
belongs, discuss the primary and secondary goals of that organization, the membership of that organization, and discuss
the success of that organization in achieving their stated goals over the last twenty years.

The research paper should be at least six pages (not counting the title page and the references) and no more than ten
pages. The paper must also be typed, double spaced, Times New Roman size 12 font and APA citations. Any paper
submitted shorter than three full pages and/or a “References” page is not included will receive an automatic “0.”



Citations: All citations and references in this course will use APA citation standards. If you need assistance the Purdue
University Online Writing Lab is an excellent resource as a citation guide.

Mapping Weekly Assignments with Modules: Every Saturday the week’s assignments are posted in
Announcements and in Modules. The weekly assignments will typically require you to read online lectures, read
textbook chapters, read primary source documents, watch videos, participate in discussion forums, and complete

chapter quizzes.
