Bibliography.  

• One article is provided for you, chosen because it gives you background information on the 
topic. 

• You will then find two additional academic research articles that dive deeper into a specific 
hypothesis, theory or focus within the topic you chose.  

o For example, you can focus on a specific hypothesis or theory that helps to explain 
developmental disabilities or cultures affect on development from a psychological 
perspective.  

o Or you can choose a focus within the topic you chose, health disparity from 
socioeconomic status, happiness levels compared to number of close friends, 
adoption based on differences in personality traits, rise in self-critical comments 
with increase in social media use, etc.

• Once you have selected a topic to write about, one journal article will be provided to help 

you research your topic. 
• You will be making a thesis/argument about the topic you choose and using research and 

theories to support your idea.

discussed in your presentations.

f. Wait until notice of all is clear before unlocking doors. 
g. If safe to do so, move to the nearest evacuation point outside building (Pooky’s Park), directly 

behind the Hoopa Tribal Education Building.

• Extended Opportunity Programs & Services (EOPS) provides services to eligible income 
disadvantaged students including: textbook award, career academic and personal 
counseling, school supplies, transportation assistance, tutoring, laptop, calculator and 
textbook loans, priority registration, graduation cap and gown, workshops, and more! 

• The TRiO Student Success Program provides eligible students with a variety of services 
including trips to 4-year universities, career assessments, and peer mentoring. Students can 
apply for the program in Eureka or in Del Norte 

• The Veteran’s Resource Center supports and facilitates academic success for Active Duty 
Military, Veterans and Dependents attending CR through relational advising, mentorship, 
transitional assistance, and coordination of military and Veteran-specific resources. 

•  CalWORKS – assists student parents with children under the age of 18, who are receiving 
cash assistance (TANF), to become self-sufficient.
